Officiating at the launching ceremony, Mr. Joseph Lee, BBS, JP, Chairman of Commission on
Youth, said, “Hong Kong is an international city and one of the world’s major financial centres.
Only with a global vision and exposure can our younger generation be more competitive and
contribute to the future success of our society. It is very encouraging for SmarTone-Vodafone to

see this need and provide such invaluable opportunities for youths to broaden their horizon.”

The Fund will provide young people with
early exposure to a wider global perspective which will greatly benefit their personal
development.

Following the enthusiastic response last year, the SmarTone-Vodafone HK Challenge 2008 will
be organised for the second year in coming November and continue to raise money for the Fund.
